Perhaps the most rare and highest rated brand in the world, these cigars have a world-renowned reputation for quality
and class.  They are full-bodied with a rich, robust flavor and are some of the rarest cigars in the world. It is elusive to
almost every smoker because of its limited production. Prior to 1990 the Dominican Republic was well know for its filler
and binder tobacco. Growing wrapper tobacco on the island proved impossible due to the topography of the land and the
wind.
